in case of a disaster.  In order to help others we need to first care for ourselves in the event 
of a disaster.  
 

LWML is also asking you to help the LCMS World Relief and Human Care to promote the 
disaster response initiative in your home congregations.  Working together in the LWML 
society and your church board can sponsor a disaster preparedness event in your 

congregation or community.  Contact your LCMS office for the tr ained leader in your area.  
The LWML can help by ordering the survival kit bags and filling them for all the 

participants.  Or you could have the materials available and have the participants fill them, 
providing kits for everyone in your congregation.  Th e possibilities are endless.  But the 
important thing is:  Be prepared to respond should a disaster occur in your community!  
 

The Human Care committee  encourages each society to host  a disaster preparedness event 
where the disaster kits would be filled and  distributed to all the members of your LWML 
society, your congregation, shut -ins or the needy in the local community as a human care 

project.  Any excess survival kits can be shipped to Orphan Grain Train for distribution to 
those in need prior to and fol lowing a disaster.  
 

Check out the LWML web site to find out what is needed is these kits.  There are also ideas 
on how to hold a disaster preparedness event.

Here are some tips to help your officers shorten your business meeting: 
 Be on time ï so that the president can begin on time.  
 Pay attention ï donôt be talking to your neighbor. 

 Address all remarks to the Chair ï donôt talk to someone across the room. 
 Donôt start discussing something without first making a motion. 
 Be first to speak to a motion which you have just made.  
 Discuss motions ï but donôt take time repeating points which have already been made. 
 Second motions when one is needed. 

 Discuss motions ï donôt just sit there. 
 Talk loudly enough to be heard so the Chair will not have to repeat.  
 Discuss only the immediately pending question ï donôt introduce other topics. 
 Vote on motions ï be either for or against ï take an interest in whatôs happening.

River Rocks 
A Mite Box Devotion 

(Materials:  For each person you need a smooth rock to examine by seeing and touching.  If you do not have 

access to rocks like this in your area, most craft stores or craft departments well small mesh bags of river 

rocks.) 

Have you ever stepped on a sharp rock when walking barefoot?  The sudden discomfort can make you 

dance and cry at the same time.  It often seems as if every surface of that ugly rock caused pain and every edge 

is sharp. 

Compare that mental image with the smooth rock you hold in your hand.  Your rock started out rough 

and jagged, but the tumbling caused by rushing water has smoothed away every sharp point.  Look at the colors 

in your rock.  Before water polished its surface, that rock was dull and uninteresting.  Now it shines.  You may 

see layers of different colors of shining embedded bits.  The color now gleams, clear and strong.  Feel the 

surface.  Its smoothness is cool and soothing. 

How like that rock we are.  Our edges are rough with sin.  Our sharp actions can cause pain as sudden 

and intense as stepping on a rock with a soft bare foot.  It is only because the water of baptism has rushed over 
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us smoothing away the roughness of our sins that we are truly beautiful.  It is Godôs love that gleams in us.  It is 

Christôs loving sacrifice that smoothes our rough, sinful edges.  It is His peace that soothes us.  Take this rock 

and put it where you will see and feel it often.  Let it remind you of the gift of forgiveness through Christ our 

Lord.
