The following four items were submitted by Connie Cordes, VP of Gospel Outreach:

Mite Box Devotion--
Making S’Mores

Materials: Several small or two large marshmallows in a plastic bag for each in attendance. A microwave if
easily accessible. Current mission grants list. If appropriate, ingredients to make S’mores for all present.

Have you ever put marshmallows in the microwave? It is such fun to watch them grow as the energy is added
from the oven. They swell up several times their original size and get all soft and gooey inside. The microwave
is a great way to make indoor S’mores any time of the year. Just set a marshmallow on a graham cracker
square, get it all puffy and soft, top it with some chocolate, add another graham cracker and enjoy.

Have you tried to make a S’more without first cooking the marshmallow? It isn’t nearly as good without the
warm melted marshmallow oozing out as you take that first bite. Without the warm gooey marshmallow, the
chocolate doesn’t melt, the cracker breaks; it simply isn’t what a S’more should be.

Mites are a bit like those marshmallows. All by themselves, they are certainly good. With some added power,
they are even more wonderful. Add the power of prayer to every mite you drop in the mite box. Ask God’s
blessing on mission work and mission workers everywhere. (Choose a specific mission grant from the current
LWML and/or district mission grant list and briefly describe it here.)

Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your
requests to God. And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your
minds in Christ Jesus. Philippians 4:6-7
