“Dirt Cakes” by John Hall

I vividly remember the first reference | ever heard of people in Haiti eating dirt cakes. At a stateside meeting,
Jay Brinkmeyer, a former missionary to Haiti, and a current member of Trinity/HOPE’S board of directors
made the comment, “The people in Central Plateau are in such need they are eating dirt.” When I came home I
immediately asked Carol, my wife who is an RN, about it. She told me there is medical term, pica, which
means an abnormal craving for certain unnatural foods, as clay or chalk, sometimes occurring in pregnancy,
hysteria and chlorosis (extreme anemia).

On my first trip to Central Plateau, | saw dirt being mined and saw the cakes for sale in markets. The manager
of our programs told us that while some cakes were made locally that the bags of clay were principally shipped
to Port au Prince where there was a real industry to make the cakes with water, a little salt and honey and sell
them for a very minimal price. People suffering from severe anemia and hunger eat them to alleviate the
cravings and hunger pangs.

In schools before we start feeding programs we can visually observe classic signs of severe anemia: low
energy, sleepiness and lethargy. Once the feeding programs start these signs disappear, the children’s Body
Mass Indexes rise, they are awake, alert and energetic and on the road to good general health. No dirt cakes
for our children. Thanks to you, they can daily have their favorite foods of beans and rice served with a
flavorful sauce.

WY District Grant #4 of $5,000 was paid to Trinity/HOPE for Haiti to feed approximately 125 children.

Exuse Me, Are You Jesus?

Salesmen after convention in a hurry to get home in an airport. One inadvertently kicked over a table display of
apples. Apples flew everywhere, without looking back they all managed to board in time.
ALL BUT ONE! He took compassion on the girl with apples everywhere. He was glad he did. Young girl was blind,
crying, frustrated and groping for her produce. Crowds swirled about her, no one stopping and no one to care for
her plight. Salesman knelt, gathered up the apples, helped reorganize her display.
Noticed that many of them were battered and bruised. Then gave the girl $40 for the damage and asked, “Are
you okay? I hope we didn't spoil your day too badly?"
As the salesman started to walk away, the bewildered blind girl called out to him, "Mister--Are you Jesus?"”
As he caught the next flight he pondered her question. It was burning and bouncing about in his soul:
Are you Jesus?
Our lives are radically changed, being bought back by Jesus’ sacrifice of more than time, His entire life.
Do people mistake you for Jesus?
Having been redeemed by Jesus, we are freed to live lives that reflect Jesus' love for you. The actions of Jesus in
you interact with a world that is blind to His love, live and grace. (This reminded me of our district theme...Grace,
Faith, Peace, Joy, Hope.)Through Holy Baptism and the Lord's Supper, we have Christ in us. Therefore, we live, walk
and act as He would, living the Word as life unfolds day to day.

Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through
whom also we have access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.
(Romans 5:1-2)

PAPER MAGIC

Materials: One half of an 8 %2 by 11-inch sheet of paper for each participant . Also have a list of current
mission grants

You each have a simple, plain piece of paper. It is not very interesting or valuable all by itself. In fact, many of
us throw away paper like this each day. Let’s follow a few directions and make this plain paper a bit more
interesting.

*First, lay the paper on the table in front of you so it is longer than it is wide.
*Now fold it in half length-wise making a long skinny rectangle with the fold along the left side.

*You need to make one more fold. Imagine the left edge is divided into thirds. Keeping the left edges lined up,
fold down the top third. You now have a shorter rectangle with a fold along the top and a fold along the left
side.

*Next, draw a line about one inch from the edge of paper along the top and left sides where the folds are.
*Put an X in the bottom right rectangle where there are no folds.

*Along the line you drew, tear away the bottom right rectangle containing the X.

*Finally, open the paper and see what you have made. You should see a cross

Crosses are a common sight. They decorate book covers and walls or sit on shelves. Many of us wear them as
jewelry. They are reminders of the great gift of salvation we receive through Christ’s death and resurrection.
Use this new cross as a reminder of our mission outreach through mites. On one side, write three LWML
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mission grant recipients. Every time you open your Bible and see this cross, say a prayer for the work and safety
of those serving in the places you listed. Add more mission grant recipients to the cross each month.

Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful. And pray for us, too, that God may open a door for
our message, so that we may proclaim the mystery of Christ, for which I am in chains. Pray that I may proclaim
it clearly, as I should. Be wise in the way you act toward outsiders; make the most of every opportunity. Let
your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how to answer everyone.

Dear Father, We come to You with hearts filled with thanks for all You give us. Bless our mite offering
and those who will receive it. Give us all opportunities to tell of Your love. Give us the words to say and
bless our efforts so that our conversations season the lives of others with Your peace and joy. In Jesus’
saving hame we pray.
